Since | last wrote Tom and | have attended a major biennial conference for
Anglican ministers. The National Larger Anglican Churches Consultation is for
leaders of churches over 350 in size, and was attended by over 100 clergy
from all over the country. As a briefing paper before the conference outlined,
the significance of larger churches is growing:

- there are 150 Anglican churches in England with a regular congrega-
tion in excess of 350. That is 1% of all the Anglican churches.

- in 1989 their collective congregations were 5% of the total numbers
attending Anglican churches on a Sunday. By 2005 that figure was
10%.

- 60% have seen growth in the past few years.

The keynote speaker was Rowan Williams who spoke on issues facing larger
churches within the Church of England. He spoke with tremendous humility,
wisdom and charm, and yet it was also clear that he has only marginal influ-
ence over the policies adopted by individual dioceses. In Guildford diocese
we have a twice-yearly meeting of incumbents of larger churches, and this
has already borne much fruit in terms of sharing best practice and experience
and in communicating with those in positions of diocesan leadership.

As ever, one of the most valuable things about the conference was the
chance to speak to other ministers about how the churches where they minis-
ter have seen development and growth. It was reassuring and encouraging
to hear that the aims we identified in our vision process are shared across
many churches, and that the ways we are hoping to tackle them are ones
that have been tried with success elsewhere.

As | give a vision update on 6th January this will probably be an important
point to bear in mind. It will be no surprise to anyone to hear that the jour-
ney ahead will require faith and commitment, but we can step out knowing
that we have learned from what God has done elsewhere, and confident that
he is faithful and able to guide His people clearly.

I look forward to travelling with you in the year to come, and to witnessing to
God’s faithfulness in our shared life together.

PLANTS OF THE

CHURCH GARDEN

On a sunny Sunday in the autumn people
from the 10 am service were seen partaking
of the wondrous array of olives in the
French market at the Hare & Hounds. Also
this autumn a new acquisition for the
church garden has been planted, an olive
tree in memory of Gwynneth Hills donated
by her daughter Cherry. So, the olive is an
appropriate topic for the latest in our series
on Bible plants.

The olive is in fact one of the most fre-
quently mentioned plants in the Bible,
scarcely surprising as this well known tree
is a common and useful native of the Medi-
terranean region. It would have been a fa-
miliar sight to those living in early biblical
times and was certainly valued by the an-
cient Egyptians, for a piece of olive branch
was one of the items found in the tomb of
Tutankhamen. The wild olive known as
oleaster (Olea europaea) has been much
improved by selection over the millennia to
provide larger fruits in an array of different
forms, some desirable for gastronomic pur-
poses others more suitable for oil produc-
tion.

It is fairly certain that the many references
to oil in the Bible refer to olive oil than to
any other type. It would have been such a
valuable commodity that olive groves must
have been as much a feature of the land-
scape as they are today. The Mount of OI-
ives suggests cultivation rather than just a
mixed patch of natural Mediterranean scru-
bland and John (18: 1) refers to it as such:
‘Jesus left with his disciples and crossed the
Kidron Valley. On the other side was an ol-
ive grove.....". The Garden of Gethsemane,
where Jesus and his disciples gathered to

pray after the Last Supper, is said to have

been situated on the lower slopes of the
mountain; this translates to ‘garden of the
olive press’. We can take it that olive culti-
vation was well advanced in those far off
times for Paul, in his letter to Romans
(11: 11) refers to grafting of olive
branches, a common practice with fruit
trees.

The golden liquid obtained by crushing ol-
ives is one of the most notable of oils,
such is its range of uses. Being edible it is
valued for cooking, in salad dressings and
in canning. It will also burn, making it a
useful source of fuel for lamps: maybe the
Ten Virgins (Matthew 25 1- 13) used vir-
gin olive oil for theirs? Being a mild oil
renders it desirable for use in cosmetics
as a base for bath and massage oils and
soaps. In biblical times anointing with oil
was an act indicating high esteem: Psalm
133 - ‘How good and pleasant it is when
brothers live together in unity. It is like
precious oil poured on the head’; Luke 7:
46 — Jesus, rebuking the Pharisee Simon,
said ‘You did not pour oil on my head but
she [the sinful woman] has poured per-
fume on my feet'.

The adoption of the olive branch as a
symbol of peace has its origins in the Old
Testament story of the Flood when a dove
returned to Noah with an olive branch af-
ter the waters had subsided (Genesis
8:11). Olive trees can live to very old age
and it is likely that some dating from bibli-
cal times are still alive. Our Holy Trinity
tree has a long way to go so let us hope
the winters are kind to it — but an HTC
brand of olive oil seems an unlikely aspi-
ration!

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Learning from
the Bible

The words “A happy New Year” will be
much heard over the next few days, as we
exchange the first greetings of 2008 with
friends and acquaintances. It will be a
good-humoured and perhaps rather vague
way of wishing people well, and few of us
will want to get into the deep water of ana-
lysing exactly what we mean. Indeed, dif-
ferent people are likely to have different
ideas of the meaning of the words, most
notably of what happiness amounts to.

The words of Jesus quoted at the head of
this page could be a good text for the New
Year. They point us to the means by which
we might achieve happiness. You may not
see the word “happy” there, but when Bi-
ble translators wish to convey Jesus’ mean-
ing with a more basic vocabulary, the word
“blessed” becomes “happy”, as in the Good
News Bible - “how happy you will be if you
put it into practice!”

The context of the quotation is the story of
Jesus washing the feet of his disciples be-
fore dinner. This was normally the task of
a slave, but on this occasion Jesus donned
the uniform of a slave by removing his
outer garments and putting a towel around
his waist. At first Peter didn’t like the idea,
feeling that he was not worthy of having
his feet washed by Jesus, but when Jesus
made clear that Peter’s discipleship de-
pended on it, Peter wanted his hands and
head washed as well.

Our quotation is linked not to the specific
act of feet-washing but to the broader say-

will be blessed if you do them.”

John, chapter 13, verse 17.

ing of Jesus which followed the incident,
where Jesus emphasised that “no servant
is greater than his master, nor is a mes-
senger greater than the one who sent
him”. We find a similar point made else-
where, as in John 15.20 and Matthew
10.24, and it seems intended to convey
that we cannot expect to avoid doing what
Jesus did - or being treated as he was
treated.

Jesus left us with a great deal of teaching
about our standing in relation to God and
what it means to believe in him. Some-
times he simply spoke about this, but very
often he showed us the way by his own
behaviour, as in this particular story in
which we see that the service of others is
never to be regarded as beneath our dig-
nity.

The quotation emphasises to us that
knowing what Jesus taught and believing
in him cannot take us very far unless we
also behave in the way he demonstrated
to us. Recognising what he did for us has
to lead to action on our part. The love
that he showed us must be reflected by us
to others. That is not to be perceived as a
cost to us, because the result will be a
greater unity with our God in which the
blessings will be immense and everlasting.

Truly, it points us towards achieving the
happiness of which we might otherwise
only dream. So, a happy New Year to you
all!

Youth update

The new year gets under way with a
training session for all of the children’s
leaders at Holy Trinity. Lucy Moore, who
works for the Bible Reading Foundation,
is coming to visit on 8th January from
7.30 pm to 9.30 pm to lead the session.
Lucy has excellent experience in the field
of children’s work. Lucy is a professional
actor and storyteller, and has published a
number of books about children’s work.
Most recently Lucy has set up the first
Messy Church, which a number of other
churches are now also setting up (and
which we described in last month’s
Insight).

The training evening is the first of a
number of sessions planned for children’s
leaders during 2008. Lucy will be cover-
ing a number of areas in leading chil-
dren’s groups, including the key ingredi-
ents of what makes for a good children’s
group, the current thinking on children’s
spirituality and what a leader is aiming to
do in the sessions. Lucy will also cover
the nitty gritty of how to do it — e.g.
some ideas on telling a story, or how to
pray - and will allow plenty of time for
questions and discussion with other chil-
dren’s leaders.

Plans are well under way for the Febru-
ary half term Holiday Club. This year the
theme is “Going on Safari”. We are plan-
ning to turn the church into an African
Savannah. The Holiday Club will run for
three days, from Tuesday 19th to Thurs-
day 21st February, from 9.30 am to 2.15
pm each day. This means the children
will stay for lunch. This proved a suc-
cessful format used during the one-day

Dreamworld Holiday Club which ran in the
Summer and Autumn last year.

The Holiday Club drama will focus on the
hero Darzan, and his fight to save the Afri-
can animals from the dreaded poachers.
Can Darzan come to the rescue of the ani-
mals in time? Can he do it on his own, or
will he need the help of the Rangers? The
“Going on Safari” Holiday Club will feature
some new action songs, as well as singing
some of the old favourites from previous
holiday clubs, learning some African animal
dances, and learning some African drum
rhythms. There are also a few live animal
surprises in store! If you want to get tickets
for the Holiday Club, then they will be avail-
able from mid-January — please watch the
newssheet for more details.

We are planning to make this the biggest
Holiday Club yet, with spaces for 120 chil-
dren, in order to meet the likely demand for
places, but as ever, we will be constrained
by the number of people who are able to
help before, during and after the event.

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We continue to build valued links in Ukraine

Michael writes:

| left Claygate for Budapest by air on Saturday December 1st
and flew back on Monday 10th. In five days we saw 80 pa-
tients. As on previous visits, there were many answers to
prayer. Thank you for praying, and here are some of the an-
swers.

The journey: Air flights were on time, no baggage went
astray, and journeys by road between Budapest and Transcar-
pathia passed without incident. Akos Bukovszky (our invalu-
able Hungarian colleague and facilitator), Stuart Sadler with
his Hungarian interpreter Adrienne, and | left Budapest on
Sunday afternoon picking up Daniel Deme (originally one of
our Hungarian medical student interpreters, now a qualified
doctor) on the way. Despite fog on the motorway we reached
AKli in five hours, with the quickest border crossing into
Ukraine that | can remember. On the return journey we were
held up for longer at the Hungarian border, having our suit-
cases searched (they were looking for smuggled cigarettes).

Medicines: Seven boxes of medicines had been sent
ahead, and the Wednesday before | set out, Akos acting as
chauffeur to one of his friends with a diplomatic passport had
delivered all seven boxes safely to Akli so that they were wait-
ing for us there. We did not run short of anything!

Painkillers: Shortly before I left, | was given some power-
ful painkillers (no longer required by a patient), and wondered
whether or not to take the risk of packing them in my suitcase.
They crossed the frontier safely, and the next morning Eva
(the nurse practitioner in Akli) told us that her uncle was dying
of cancer of the lung in great pain, and asked if we had any
painkillers that might help. God's "coincidences" never cease
to amaze!

The twins: In the summer, Nancy Bostock, one of our
medical team, had been asked to see twins (a boy and a girl)
born very prematurely in their home in Gyula. When she saw
them they were just coming up to their due birth date and she
diagnosed hydrocephalus in both. This is a condition where
cerebrospinal fluid builds up exerting increasing pressure on

the brain, eventually causing irreversible damage unless
treated. As a result of her urging, and with financial help from
our Ukraine Fund, both babies underwent successful shunt op-
erations at the Hungarian University Hospital in Debrecen. It
was a thrill to see both of them beginning to make good pro-
gress.

Isabella Podor: This girl (now aged six) is one of two chil-
dren with "holes in the heart" that | had seen on our first visit
to Akli in 2004. Robbie, a boy of about the same age, has had
successful heart surgery; Isabella had been on my conscience
and in my prayers for some time. Although we had obtained a
Hungarian visa for her to go to Hungary to have the diagnosis
confirmed and for an opinion as to whether or not she also
needed an operation, the arrangements had always fallen
through, and now her Hungarian visa had expired. We needed
notarised permission from her father allowing her mother to
take Isabella out of the country, an up-to-date photograph of
the little girl, a new visa, an appointment with the paediatric
cardiologist in Hungary, and someone to drive them there and
back. Miraculously, all doors opened and she has an appoint-
ment to see the cardiologist on 20th December.

Renewed links: We were able to meet with the Ukrainian
doctors responsible for medical services in the Akli and Gyula
districts, and both appeared to welcome what we were doing. |
also met, for the first time, the dentist who works in the neigh-
bouring village to AKli. Relations with the nurse practitioners in
both villages remain good, and they had taken a lot of trouble
to arrange for me to see most of the patients on my follow-up
list.

Please now pray for our summer visit:

1. For the right people (including an eye doctor) to join the
medical and dental team.

2. For the organisation of an effective home visit team (to help
those patients too sick to come to us),

3. For the right people to run a Christian counselling service
for those of our patients whose problems are not purely physi-
cal.

4. For adequate supplies of drugs and dressings.

5. That every patient may experience the love of God at work
in and through each team member.

Stuart adds:

The medical mission is a key part of the overall mission to
Ukraine. This year in the summer, in addition to medical and
dental teams, we will be running a children’s camp focusing on
Gospel teachings. Also, for the first time, we will taking a
small team of men in February to focus on training of male
Elders in the 3 villages. Please pray for the right people to re-
spond to God's calling in both the summer and winter trips.

The plans for 2008

As Stuart says, the Winter Mission to Men, taking place next
month, involves a small team only and is not the subject of a
general invitation to join in.

This year’s Summer Mission will take place between Friday
25th July and Monday 4th August. As Michael indicates in his
prayer requests above, there are some specialisms that would
be particularly helpful, but we are otherwise looking for any
church members, from young people to the retired, who have
a commitment to serve the Lord in the most appropriate way.
What we can achieve through the Mission will depend on the
volunteers coming forward and on the key priorities identified
by the churches with whom we work in the villages concerned.
